All persons wishing to volunteer at Christ the King 
Church or Christ the King School must be cleared 
through the Diocese of Dallas Safe Environment 
Program.

Note:  !ƭƭ ǇƛŎǘǳǊŜ L5Ωs must be made at Christ the 
King.  Photos are taken at the training classes.  If you 
attend training elsewhere, arrangements must be 
made to have the badge made separately.  If you are 
a returning volunteer and need an updated ID 
badge, pictures are usually taken prior to the Safe 
Environment meeting.  If you have any questions, 
please contact Laura Lynch, Safe environment 
director at 214-365-1208.   
Reminder:   
Anyone volunteering must meet the mandated 
Diocese of Dallas Safe Environment requirements.  
This includes field trips, parties, classroom readers, 
library volunteers, school supply store volunteers, 
cafeteria volunteers, coaching, chaperones for 
cheerleading, Accelerated Reader volunteers, etc.   
  

Please remember that all volunteers must renew 
training annually. 

 

ATTENTION PARENTS: 
  
The Texas legislature has passed HB 55 
which amends the Transportation Code 
to prohibit handheld cell phone use in 
active school zones.  The new Texas state 
law goes into effect September 1, 2009.  
In part, the law stipulates that cities and 
counties shall post a sign at the entrance 
to each school zone that will be attached 
to an existing sign to inform the driver 
that the use of a cell phone is prohibited 
and that there is a fine.  The cell phone 
fine is up to $200.
