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  Update from our Clinic: 
 Just a few reminders regarding illness and medication policies: 
                Illness 

         Students may return to class 24 hours after 
fever, diarrhea, vomiting or other symptoms of 
illness subside.  This requirement is to protect 
others from becoming ill.   

         Please report all communicable diseases (flu, 
strep throat, pink eye, chicken pox, rashes or 
head lice), so that the appropriate measures can 
be taken in preventing the spread of such 
diseases. 

         Parents will be asked to pick up students who 
become too ill to remain in the classroom in a 
timely manner.   These students cannot return to 
the classroom. 

Medication 
                                Prescription Medication 

         Prescription medications must be 
properly identified with the prescription 
label from a pharmacy.  This label will 
include: 

o   Student name 
o   Medication name 
o   Directions concerning dosage 

o   Route of administration (i.e. oral, 
topical) 

o   Time that medication is to be given 
o   Length of time medication is to be 

given (duration) 

         Nonprescription medication (Over-the-
Counter) must be in original container, 
with visible directions, and displaying the 
ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘΩǎ ƴŀƳŜΦ tŀǊŜƴǘ ǊŜǉǳŜǎǘ ŦƻǊ 
administration of such medications must 
be consistent with directions for use on 
the package.   The school does not 
furnish over-the counter medication such 
as Tylenol, cold  medicines, etc.  Parents 
must fill out a medication request form 
obtained in the clinic for any medication 
to be given at school. 

         Cough drops must be in the original
