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Carpool Corner-Please Read
Important Questions and Answers concerning Carpool

Q: In the afternoon, I approach CKS from the South, and it is too difficult for me to turn
onto Colgate from Preston. Can“t | just m
A: No, Il “m sorry, but you must enter the ca

Q: Il don"t | ike waiting in the parkingda and wdlki
over to get my child?

A: No, that is really not a safe option. I know everyone is in a hurry, but parking in the
bank parking lot and then crossing the carpool line with your child is not safe. Please
don“t do that.

Q: My children just got in the car and I am ready to leave, but the car in front of me is
still waiting on their child. Can I back up to pull around the car in front of me?

A: No, you should NOT back up in order to be able to pull around the car in front of you
ifyour car is full and you“re ready to | eave
cars to go around and get in the front passenger seat.

GYM CARPOOL 6 PLEASE READ

Q: I am not quite sure how the multi-family carpool line works. Can you explain it to
me?
A: The carpool line next to the gym works like this:

Grades K-5 are dismissed at approximately 3:15. If your oldest child is in one of those
grades, you should pull into the 1st line along the fence BEFORE 3:15. Grades 6-8 are
dismissed at 3:30. If your oldest child is in one of those grades, you should pull into the
second line, or if that is full, the 3rd line.

NOTE: A line is “full” i1if the |l ast car in
this occurs, you MUST move to the next line!! We cannot have cars blocking the traffic
on Douglas. The police will ticket for this and come after CKS.

If you are supposed to be in the 15t line and arrive AFTER 3:15, chances are the 2nd line
is already full. If it is, you MUST proceed to the 3 line. No one should have to move
their cars to let you in the 1st line. If there is room in the 2nd line, that is fine, but you
should not be sneaking into the 1st line once it has begun moving.

And, if you arrive once the 2nd line has begun to move (no matter which line you are
supposed to be in), you may NOT join the 2rd line, but should pull into the 3d line.
